AB12-046: Approval of an On-Call Electrical Conservation Consultant Contract

COUNCILMEMBER WHALEN MOVED to authorize the Mayor to enter into an on-call contract with the engineering firm of KPG, Inc. for assistance with energy conservation efforts, for a not-to-exceed maximum of $20,000.  Seconded by Mayor Pro Tem Taylor.

The motion was voted on and carried 6-0.
AB12-047: Approval of Porter Way Water Main Project

City Administrator Mukerjee and Director Neal provided information regarding the Porter Way Water Main Project.  The City accepted a grant to do paving reconstruction work on Porter Way between Pacific Highway and Fife Way.  Prior to investing money into re-paving the street, it would be prudent to complete the water main replacement projects along this corridor that are identified in the Water System Plan.  This project will utilize remaining Revenue Bond funds.
MAYOR PRO TEM TAYLOR MOVED to approve using the remaining Revenue Bond funds to complete the Porter Way Watermain Replacement Project, and authorize the Mayor to enter into an agreement with Gray & Osborne, Inc. for engineering design services of the same, for a cost not to exceed $29,800.  Seconded by Councilmember Ott.


The motion was voted on and carried 6-0.
AB12-048: Approval of Porter Way Pavement Project

Director Neal advised council that the council accepted the grant funding for this project in February.  A contract with an engineering firm is necessary to proceed with the design phase for the Porter Way Paving Preservation Project.



COUNCILMEMBER OTT MOVED to authorize the mayor to enter into an agreement with the firm of Gray & Osborne, Inc. for engineering design of the Porter Way Paving Preservation Project, for a cost not to exceed $33,400 and to sign all related documents.  Seconded by Councilmember Jones.
