3. Presentation
a. Pierce County Library — PC Reads
Pierce County Library representative Linda Case addressed Council, sharing this year's Pierce
County Reads selection, Grunt — The Curious Science of Humans at War by Mary Roach. She

provided an overview of the book and the associated events surrounding it. A Proclamation will
be presented for approval at the March 20 meeting.

4. Study ltem
a. In-depth Review of the Community Building — uses, maintenance, finances

Public Works Director Peretti handed out some historical information on the uses, maintenance
and finances related to the Community Building. Highlights:

Rental fees haven't changed since established in 2000

No long-term recurring rentals at this time

Five different non-profit organizations estimated to use it during 2017

Repairs needed

Importance to build needed maintenance into fee schedule
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e Potential change to on-call staffing
o Potential limitation to one rental per weekend to avoid clean-up rates

Council asked questions and requested some further information.

Sandy Parr addressed Council regarding the Milton Activity Center — seniors buy all own
supplies, clean all equipment, do not utilize city staff to set up or take down.

Council asked Staff to bring back numbers to equate a proposed fee schedule that covers
necessary maintenance needs of the building.

b. East Pierce Fire District contract

Mayor Pro Tem Whalen explained that he had spent some time with City Attorney Cameron this
week, resulting in a proposed draft agreement (handed out by the Clerk).

Clerk Bolam said a written comment had arrived today from Councilwoman Johnson, which
referenced five other documents — all of these were handed out. Mayor Pro Tem Whalen
explained that he had spent some time with Councilwoman Johnson knowing she would not be
present at this meeting — he referred to the documents that she referenced one by one. Time
allowed for Council to read through them.

Mayor Pro Tem Whalen explained the proposed changes in the draft contract document.

Some discussion ensued regarding fire hydrant testing and staffing of the station.
