CITY COUNCIL MINUTES

Regular Meeting
Monday, June 19, 2017
7:00 p.m.

CALL TO ORDER

Mayor Perry called the Regular Meeting to order at 7:00 p.m., and led the flag salute.

ROLL CALL

ADDITIONS/DELETIONS

Mayor Perry moved Presentations and the Consent Agenda up to precede Citizen Participation.

PRESENTATIONS

A. Fife Service & Towing — Donation for Milton Days

Mayor Perry welcomed Phil Waldner and Justin Kemp-Waldner from Fife Service & Towing,
expressing appreciation for their years of partnering with the Event Committee in the vision to fund
Milton Days without using tax dollars. Mr. Waldner addressed the Mayor and Council, thanking the
City for its commitment to the community and stressing the company’s belief in the importance of
civic activity.

B. East Pierce Fire & Rescue

Mayor Perry welcomed EPFR Chief Bud Backer, who provided a slideshow presentation on the
challenges and needs of the District, and answered Council’'s questions, including:

e Revenues below needed expenses — ranks 10" in comparison to other districts at
$1.887/thousand in tax revenue — currently operating on two of the available three potential
levies (EMS and Fire, while working to avoid a Maintenance & Operations levy). Failed to
collect the maximum allowed $2.00/thousand this year, resulting in a loss of $1.3 million in
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tax revenue, due to an 11% average increase in assessed property values across the
district. He explained in greater detail:

o The EMS levy — collected the full $.50/thousand because of the levy lid lift, but that
was only a one-year lift — so if voters don’t approve to continue that lift, that amount
will degrade for next year.

o The Fire levy — last year, collections equaled the $1.50/thousand maximum -
however, this year, due to that 11% increase in assessed valuation, the 1%
maximum allowable collections only equaled $1.387/thousand, resulting in $1.3
million in lost revenue — that equates to $37/year on a $300,000 home. That is why
they are asking voters for a return to the $1.50 fire levy rate for next year.

e Volunteer challenges — relying on part-time volunteers, most of whom don't reside close to
stations — out of 17 volunteers entering training this year, only 5 remain as viable
candidates. Those 5 will not be assigned fo a particular station, but will respond as close to
where they reside as possible. Statistically, the Milton vicinity is receiving top service, so
any immediate new resources won't be directed here. He clarified that, even with a levy lid
lift, the Milton station would remain vacant.

e Response times — traffic gridiock has hampered response times across the state.

¢ Additional EMS vehicle — with the passage of an EMS levy lid lift this year, a new EMS
vehicle would be purchased, and most likely housed in Sumner — Milton would see some
relief from this vehicle purchased and housed fairly close by.

At 8:03, Mayor Perry recessed the meeting; called back to order at 8:15.

Nita Bailey Referring to previous speaker, cited the 15t amendment in support of
councilmembers giving reviews, positive or negative — peopie with an
issue on a facebook review should talk directly to the person rather
than creating a public arena about it

Richard Cosner Suggested a change in the Oath of Office for a councilmember,
providing potential language

Jennifer Lovell Identified herself as a Veteran, stating that giving a bad review would
not result in a loss of status as a veteran — neither shouid a
councilmember be expected to lose rights to give an opinion

REGULAR AGENDA

A. Ordinance 2™ Read — Business License Code Update

City Attorney Cameron explained the purpose for this ordinance and the history of discussion
regarding it.

MAYOR PRO TEM WHALEN MOVED, seconded by Councilmember Boyle, to adopt the

attached ordinance amending Sections 5.04.050, 5.12.040, and 5.24.040 of the Milton Municipal
Code regarding business licensing for operations within the City of Milton. Passed 6/0.

B. Resolution — 6-Year Transportation improvement Program

City Engineer Howlett introduced this resolution, explaining that it is a planning document, that
nothing on it is mandatory to the City, reviewed each of the projects, and answered clarifying
questions.

C. Resolution — Police Fleet Surplus

Chief Hernandez referred to Council’s discussion at the Study Session, and stated that staff has
determined that it is cost-effective to repair and keep the 2003 Ford Explorer.

COUNCILMEMBER MORTON MOVED, seconded by Councilmember Bennest, that the

following vehicles be declared Surplus, and authorize the Police Chief to dispose of the same in
a manner that will be to the best advantage to the City of Milton:

2. 2006 Ford Crown Victoria, VIN # 2FAFP71W36X135684, Stripped, Runs/drives
4. 2006 Dodge Charger, VIN # 2B3LA43H86H504868, Blown motor
