Attached is a full size version of their plat. Apologies for the quality as I had to scan it in. The plan


shows them widening 23rd for their frontage, as required by MMC 12.24.160 – “3. For full
subdivisions, frontage improvements shall be required on both sides of all internal streets,
regardless of whether they are public or private streets, and on all existing streets adjacent to the


subdivision.”. That includes a half street improvement to widen 23rd Ave and install curb, gutter,
and sidewalk. The City does have a plan in its Transportation Improvement Plan (TIP) to widen


23rd Avenue from Emerald to Alder. This project is responsible for constructing its portion of those


improvements, as other projects on 23rd come in they will be required to do the same, unless the
City has gone in and widened it and added sidewalks already.
